Levy, budget for 
2011 approved

Victoria’s City Coun-
cil in December ap-
proved the 2011 tax 

levy of $4,106,550, which was 
$205,730 less than the prior 
year’s levy.

A key objective of the budget 
process was to maintain a steady 
city-tax rate of 37.4 percent.  
Homeowners should see no 
increase in their city-portion 
of property taxes, unless there 
were changes to their home’s 
2010 assessed value, on which 
the 2011 tax is based.

Overall, the 2011 budget main-
tains current service levels de-
spite the confl icting pressure of 
rising costs.  

The City of Victoria receives 26 
percent of your total property 
tax payment.  A household with 
a home valued at $400,000 pays 
less than $125 per month to the 
City for the following services:

� 24-hour police and fi re pro-
tection

� Prompt snowplowing of all 
city streets

� Parks and recreation services 
including scheduled activities 
and programs, the Victoria 
Recreation Center, 23 parks 

with various amenities and 15 
miles of public trails

� Park maintenance

� Street maintenance

� Building and zoning code 
enforcement

� Offi ce staff to assist residents 
and business owners

�  Municipal, State and Na-
tional Elections 

� City website

The City Council and staff 
continue to work very hard to 
maintain the sound fi scal health 
of the city, as represented by the 
city’s bond rating of AA+, set 
by Standard & Poor’s Rating 
Services. 

This rating is the second high-
est a city can receive and helps 
lower the city’s cost to borrow 
money. We will continue to look 
for ways to diversify revenue 
sources and seek cost-cutting 
solutions that will bolster pro-
ductivity.  By improving our 
fi nancial standing, the City is 
in a better position to withstand 
economic shifts.

The City of Victoria uses 
the Open Book pro-
cess to provide property 

valuation appeal services rather 
than through the Local Board 
of Appeal and Equalization. 
The Open Book process con-
sists of residents meeting with 
a staff person from the Carver 
County Assessor’s offi ce to re-
view their homes’ valuation.

Victoria residents who are 
interested in learning more 
about their property’s valua-
tion or appealing that valuation 
should plan to meet with the 
Carver County Assessor’s Of-
fi ce during the week of April 
11-15, 2011.

Summary of appeals process:

Real Estate and Personal Property 
Tax Statements are mailed from 
Carver County by March 31.  

Appeal ing your properties 

valuation and or classifi cation 
can be done by attending an 
Open Book Meeting the week 
of April 11-15, 2011. The As-
sessor’s Offi ce is located at 600 
E. Fourth St. in Chaska, MN. 
Appointments can be made by 
calling (952) 361-1961. Walk-
ins are also welcome.

Appeal to the Carver County 
Board of Appeal and Equaliza-
tion. Appeals to the County 
Board of Equalization can 
be made in person, through a 
designated representative or by 
sending a letter. To schedule an 
appointment for your appeal, 
call the County Auditor’s of-
fi ce at the number shown on 
your Value Notice. If you are 
dissatisf ied with the results 
of your appeal to the County 
Board of Equalization, you 
may continue your appeal to the 
Minnesota Tax Court.

The City Code requires property own-
ers to remove snow within 24 hours 
from sidewalks and that the snow 

cannot be placed in the street or 
public property. If the snow isn’t 
removed, the City does have the 
authority to remove the snow and 
charge the property owner for 
the work.  

Although we are getting to the 
end of the snow season (hope-
fully), please continue to do your 
best to keep the sidewalks by your 
home clear for the brave winter 
walkers!
