Snow plowing: Information 
residents need to know

Snow plowing: Stay safe this winter

When it snows, the Public Works 
Department clears 38 miles of 
city streets to provide safe trav-

el for emergency vehicles and residents. 
Snow plowing will commence under the 
following conditions:
1. Accumulation of 2 inches or more of 

snow.
2. Drifting of snow that causes problems 

for travel.
3. Icy conditions which effect travel.
4. Time of snowfall in relationship to 

heavy use of streets (commuter peri-
ods).

Snow plowing procedures
Streets will be plowed to provide access 
as soon as possible. During a major snow 
event, Public Works crews will begin 
plowing at 3 a.m. until routes are com-
pleted. Main roads and arterials will be 
plowed fi rst in order to open up traffi c 
lanes. Secondary routes and cul du sacs 
will be plowed next as well as downtown 
and City parking lots.

Cul du sacs will be plowed with a single 
pass in order to open up all routes as soon 
as possible. Crews will return to clean the 
entire cul du sac and the additional snow 
will be moved into the Right of Way. In 
some cases, snow will be removed after the 
plowing operation is complete. 

Snow plowing operations will gener-
ally continue until all roads are passable. 
Widening and cleanup operations may 
continue the same day or will resume the 
next day depending upon the conditions. 

Property damage
Snow plowing operations can cause 
property damage under the best of condi-
tions and care of the operators. The most 
common incidents are sod damage and 
mailbox damage.

Sod Damage – In the spring, city crews 
will replace any sod that is damaged within 
the Right of Way. 

Mailboxes – In the spring city crews will 
repair mailboxes that are hit by a plow. 
Damage resulting from snow that rolls off 
of a plow or wing is the responsibility of the 
resident. Mailboxes should be inspected 
each year by the homeowner to ensure 
that they are secured and maintained to 
withstand the plowing season. Drivers 
make every attempt to clear as close as 
possible to the mailboxes but residents are 
responsible for the fi nal cleaning to ensure 
mail service.

Irrigation or other private improvements 
in the Right of Way –  The City will as-
sume no responsibility for damage that 
occurs to private improvements in the 
Right of Way. 

Driveways – One of the most frequent is-
sues with snow removal operations is snow 
that is deposited in driveways. Snow that 
accumulates on the street and is pushed 
by the plows will seek the path of least 
resistance. Because driveways are open, 
snow does get deposited into these areas. 
Drivers do everything they can to mini-
mize the amount of snow that is placed in 
driveways, but it still can be signifi cant. It 
is the homeowner’s responsibility to clear 
their driveways.

Sidewalks and trails
The city plows many trails throughout 
the community each winter. The trails 

that are cleared are based upon use and 
connectivity to public facilities. Trails are 
a second priority during a snow event but 
will generally be cleared within 48 hours 
after a snowfall. Residents’ properties that 
front or side a sidewalk are responsible 
for the removal of snow and ice on that 
sidewalk. 

Resident responsibilities
Residents can assist with snow removal 
operations in the following ways.
1. Mailboxes – residents should clear 

snow away from mailboxes so mail 
delivery will not be delayed.  

2. Sidewalks – residents are responsible 
for clearing snow from sidewalks 
that are in front or the side of their 
property. 

3. Fire Hydrants – residents should clear 
snow away from fi re hydrants that are 
in close proximately to the property. 
This will assist Fire Department 
personnel in case of a fi re. 

4. Driveways – residents should not put 
snow into the street while cleaning 
driveways. This can cause ice build 
up and can become a safety hazard 
for others.

The winter season 
is now upon us 
and the Public 

Works Department offers 
residents a few reminders 
so you can stay safe during 

the snow season.

Mailboxes – Please make 
sure mailboxes are sturdy and 

secured and the posts are not 
rotted.

Garbage Cans – Please do not 
put garbage cans in or right 
next to the street. Place back 

into the driveway.

Snow Forts – Please 
make sure that chil-

dren do not build forts at the end of 
driveways. Drivers can’t see the children 
in forts when they are plowing.

Put Snow In Its Place – Plow drivers make 
sure that the streets are cleared and safe 
for drivers. Please do not place snow from 
driveways or walks onto streets. Placing 
snow in the street can be dangerous for all 
drivers and pedestrians.

Here are some tips for getting 
your property ready for 
winter weather before the 
snow falls:

 Clean leaves and other debris from 
gutters. Dirty, clogged gutters can 
cause ice and snow buildup on your 
roof, leading to costly repairs.

 Start your snow blower to make sure 
it is in good working order when you 
need it.

 Drain your outdoor hoses and 
sprinklers and bring them inside so 
they don’t freeze or crack. Turn your 
outdoor water supply off to avoid 
freezing.

 Remove items away from the curb 
such as basketball hoops, landscaping 
or planters.

 Identify where the closest fi re hydrant 
is and have a plan for keeping it clear 
of snow.

 Mark your driveway and curb line 
with fl ags to avoid yard damage.

A new way to watch Council Meetings – Agenda Parsing

Have you ever watched an entire City 
Council meeting online just to get to 
the particular topic you’re interested 

in? You don’t have to do that anymore. The 
online videos of City Council meetings will 
have agenda parsing applied to them starting 
in January 2012.

Agenda parsing is a step above watching a City 

Council meeting as a video on demand from 
a website. Agenda parsing allows on-demand 
viewers to select an agenda item that they are 
interested in and will be brought directly to 
that subject matter in the video. This will allow 
viewers to save time in watching or skimming 
through information in a meeting that may not 
be of interest to them.

This time saving solution will be implemented 
by the Lake Minnetonka Communications 
Commission (LMCC).  The LMCC records 
and tapes Victoria’s City Council meeting and 
hosts the on-line streaming of the meetings.

Area residents get update on 
carp management program

The M inneha ha 
Creek Watershed 
District (MCWD) 

met with residents of 
Wasserman and Pierson 
Lakes in October to 
provide them with an 
update  on MCW D’s 
c a r p  m a n a g e m e n t 
prog ram. Both lakes 
have an overabundance 
of carp, which are bottom 
feeders that harm a lake’s 
biodiversity by uprooting 
vegetation and releasing 
phosphorous into the water 
column. These factors 
contribute to reduced water 
clarity and diminished 
a q u a t i c  a nd  a n i m a l 
diversity in a lake.

M C W D ’ s  c a r p 
management program got 
underway in the winter of 2010/2011, when commercial fi shermen made 
an unsuccessful attempt to net carp through the ice on Lake Wasserman. 
The fi shermen returned in the spring and harvested 1,000 carp. The 
program also included the installation of barriers at the lake outlets and 
members of the Pierson Lake Association removed 6,500 carp from a 
stream.

The MCWD is considering continuing the program next year by using 
commercial fi shermen to harvest carp from both lakes in the winter and 
spring months. Modifi cations of the stream barrier approach also are 
being considered because of damage to the streambank and neighboring 
property that was incurred during the fi rst year of the program. 

The long-term goal of the MCWD carp management program is to 
increase water clarity and achieve greater diversity of aquatic plant and 
animal life in Wasserman and Pierson Lakes. 

The MCWD Board of Managers is scheduled to discuss the program at 
its December 8 workshop.  
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
